Dear Friend, 
 

 The hand of God was evident during my trip to Mozambique.  Since there was so much 
ministry in those two weeks, I think it may be best to highlight the pictures that I took and narrate 
about each one on the back of this letter. 
 

 Our main outreach was to street boys who have either run away from home or have 
been kicked out by the family. We had the opportunity to return two boys back to their home as 
well as do three follow-up visits with boys who had already been returned home.  This particular 
program allows the boys a place to come in the morning for breakfast until lunch.  In between 
the two meals, the boys have a chance to wash their clothes and shower.  In addition, the ministry 
provide Bible lessons, worship, and educational teaching.  Even though this program offers many 
resources, they try not to make it too comfortable for the boys.  The ministry does eventually 
want the boys to be reunited with their family in a healthy environment. 
 

 Lastly, we had a chance to minister to some of the moms and women in the villages.   
I was amazed by one lady who expressed her acknowledgment of God.  We asked if she knew 
of Godõs love and her reply was òYes, because without Him we would not be alive in the  
conditions that we do.ó  I was humbled by her response and thankful that God is moving in the 
hearts of the Mozambicans.

3) Pictured right is me with moms after doing a Bible study discussion about life and Godôs love.  Notice the houses in the  
background and the ñbusiness tentò off to the left. 

Providing Practical Needs - 
1) Picture left is a hut where we were doing a follow-up visit with one of the kids who 

returned home.  However when we arrived we learned that his uncle had just died.  
We originally had gone their to leave material and goods for them to start a little 
business, but instead was able to pray with the family.  

2) Pictured center is Pedro the day we returned him to his family. 
3) Pictured right is from a feast during another follow-up visit. We were given gifts 

which included a live chicken, tomatoes, and cabbage. 

We visited a village where a new 
water well was installed a few 

months ago.  We learned that the 
new well only worked 1 day causing 
the people to walk further for water.  
Since we were there we decided to 
blow up balloons for the kids. The 

man in blue is the chief with his wife 
and some of his kids.
